As we begin the Lent we are called to take time to
pray and reflect on our lives. Jesus went to the desert
for 40 days and was tempted by Satan himself. But
we are also reminded that we are not alone in our
prayer and reflection. God made a covenant with
Noah that established a relationship with our
ancestors in faith and therefore with us. Take time
this week to reflect on God’s personal covenant with
you through your baptism. How are you going to
respond during this Lenten Season?

In my time here at St. Anthony and Our Lady of
Mount Carmel many people have received the
Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick. I just want
to remind you that this sacrament is no longer called
