Today’s gospel offers us
another way that we reject God’s answer — because
we are not receptive to the messenger. We aren’t
always accepting of God’s message because of the
speaker. The people of Jesus’ time questioned his
authority because they didn’t think he was
knowledgeable enough nor did he have the prestige
that they were looking for. He was one of them.
Take time this week to listen to those around you,
those from whom you may not usually listen to or
those you think don’t have the “credentials” to speak
credibly. Who is God using to speak the Gospel to
you?

5. Short prayers count, too. When you’re
stopped at a long light or put on hold,
consider it as God’s invitation to turn your
heart and mind to Him. If only for a few
seconds.

Try to cultivate a
few simple habits. For example, offer the
day to God as you turn on your computer.
