A few weeks ago I went to New York City with a 

friend to see a show.  We saw “The Addams Family” 

based on the cartoon series by Charles Addams and 

of course the TV show of the same name.

That’s not 

normal!  But is it?  Over 2 thousand years later we 

still preach that same message of love.  We still have 

people from all over the known world trying to 

understand and live that same message.  Many of us 

still fear talking about our faith.  Define normal!  

Take time this week to find your normal and see how 

it resonates with the faith of the church.  You may 

find that “normal” isn’t what it used to be.
